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degrees at Virginia Union’s Samuel DeWitt Proctor School 

of Theology.  “It was a commitment,” explains Baugham.

Charles Baugham grew up picking cotton in Rich 

Square, North  Carolina.  “I didn’t know how I was going 

to do it, but I knew I didn’t want to spend the rest of my 

life on a farm,” he says.  Virginia Union University (VUU) 

opened the door to a new life for Baugham and he never 

forgets it.  “Virginia Union helped me get to where I am,” 

Baugham says.  “I want to make sure others have the 

same opportunity.”

Dr. Charles Baugham is 72-years-old now, and the retired 

pastor of St. James Baptist Church in Caroline County, 

Virginia still fondly recalls his undergraduate days at 

VUU.  “I loved chapel,” recalls Baugham.  “I was always 

fascinated by the great minds that came to speak at VUU.”  

Baugham’s favorite professor was Dr. Stephen Romanoff.  

“He was brilliant.  He taught language arts, music, physics, 

and science.  I was just astounded at his brilliance.”

Baugham made his first donation to his beloved alma 

mater in 1970, two years after graduation.  He has made 

donations to Virginia Union University every single year for 

more than 45 years.  The gifts to VUU continued even while 

he completed Master of Divinity and Doctor of Ministry

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Because of the support of Dr. McGuinn and other Virginia 

Union faculty, Dr. Lillian Brown decided to continue the 

legacy by spending more than 30 years in academia at 

City College in New York.  She retired as Associate Dean for 

Academic Standards.  “Being an academician was not on 

my radar screen as a young person,” says Brown.  “It turned 

out to be a wonderful experience.  I enjoyed the changes you 

would see in students from freshman year on.  The growth 

was impressive.”

Brown says VUU prepared her well and she continues 

to support her alma mater financially and by recruiting 

students from New York because Historically Black Colleges 

and Universities (HBCUs) are still critical to the success of 

the next generation.  “I don’t know why people talk about 

a post racial nation,” Brown says.  “We still have lots of 

obvious problems.  Those of us lucky enough to get through 

segregation and have productive and successful lives need 

to pass that on.  Students today have many more options, 

but college is alien to many without role models to support 

them.

No one was surprised when Lillian Brown entered Virginia 

Union University (VUU) in 1953.  Her father, Dr. Felix J. 

Brown, was a 1926 graduate of VUU and served on the 

Board of Trustees from 1955 to 1972.  Lillian Brown walked 

to the VUU campus every day from her home in Richmond’s 

North Side.  “My parents were devoted to VUU and deeply 

appreciated all that it had done for them,” Brown explains.  

She says she watched her father give financial assistance 

to others in the community so they could attend Virginia 

Union, so she just picked up where her father left off.

Dr. Lillian Brown has been donating to VUU every single year 

for the last 40 years.  She is grateful for the preparation 

that Virginia Union provided.  That strong foundation led 

her to earn a master’s degree in social work from Columbia 

University in 1959 and a Doctor of Education (Ed.D.) from 

Rutger’s University in 1981.  “Virginia Union’s teaching 

faculty was very supportive,” she remembers.  “Sociology 

Department Chair Dr. Henry McGuinn opened my eyes 

to a lot of options.  He planted the seeds for me to get a 

master’s degree.”  McGuinn graduated from VUU in 1922 

and completed his doctoral studies at Columbia University.  

He taught at the University for 44 years.

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Dr. Davis received a Doctor of Education (Ed.D.) in 

Educational Policy, Planning and Leadership with an 

Emphasis in Gifted Education from the College of William 

and Mary.  She also holds a master’s degree in Gifted 

Education from William and Mary.  For 35 years, she 

has worked to increase diversity in gifted programs 

throughout the country.

Dr. Davis counts 40 states with mandates and budgets 

for gifted services.  She says parents need to find out 

about these programs in their local schools and refer their 

children to them.  Waiting for teachers to refer them is 

not always the best option, she adds.  “I’m convinced that 

so many of our students (of color) are brilliant and they 

have missed out on opportunities in our public schools 

and even in private school settings because they weren’t 

perceived as being highly intelligent,” adds Dr. Davis.

Her first book has information to help parents identify 

gifted children and provides parents with tips on 

becoming advocates for their gifted children, as well as 

options for gifted children outside of the public school 

system.  Both books are available on Amazon.com. 

Dr. Joy Lawson Davis, Associate Professor and Chair 

of the Department of Teacher Education at Virginia Union 

University, has published her second book dealing with 

minority children and gifted education.  Gifted Children 

of Color Around the World: Diverse Needs, Exemplary 

Practices, and Directions for the Future is a collection of 

essays from international scholars who study gifted children.  

Subjects covered in the book include programming for 

gifted children in Peru, increasing efforts for Hispanic 

gifted children and families, teaching Native American 

gifted children, and an overview of gifted education in the 

Dominican Republic.

Dr. Davis’ chapter on finding talent in every community 

is closely related to her first book, Bright, Talented, and 

Black:  A Guide for Families of African American Gifted 

Learners.  “What we know is that children of color are not 

recommended for gifted programs at the same rate as white 

children,” Dr. Davis says.  “In the last two years, three major 

studies have come out, one just a few weeks ago from New 

York University, that show white students are six times more 

likely to be referred to gifted programs than black students.”

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of her heart rate and deliver an electric shock to restore a 

normal heart rate if needed.  “My heart could stop at any 

time so I live life fully every day,” says Lewis.  “God is giving 

me strength to get up and go.  A lot of people didn’t make it, 

but I did.”

The director holds leadership development classes with 

members of the Virginia Union Royal Court, the Student 

Government Association, sororities, fraternities, and other 

student organizations.  She also offers a First and Second 

Year Academy for freshmen and sophomores.  They study 

self-awareness, communication, critical thinking, team 

building, and problem solving.  

“It’s not easy being a leader,” Lewis explains.  “I tell my 

students you have to emulate what you want others to be.  

You can’t please everyone.  Sometimes you’re out front by 

yourself.”  Difficulties aside, her students have accepted the 

challenge and they are giving it their all.  “I have resources 

here that I never thought I would have,” says Student 

Government Association President Nyla Thornton.  “I want 

people to know that this is a place that can help you grow as 

a person and as a leader.”

“If your actions inspire others to dream more, learn more, 

do more and become more, you are a leader,” according to 

our country’s sixth president, John Quincy Adams.  There is 

no doubt among student leaders at Virginia Union University 

that Ms. Tammy Cannon Lewis fits the late president’s 

description.  “She’s there for you when you need her,” says 

Mr. VUU Alphonso Ross.
